CLCM Chisago Lakes Community Meal

On September 18" CLCM celebrates 10 years of ministry where a free meal each Monday night is
offered to any and everyone. Although officially celebrating 10 years, it was actually 12 years ago that this
ministry was first created with Zion Lutheran, Trinity Lutheran, Chisago Lakes Lutheran, and First United
Methodist. Zion has a commercial kitchen and dining space to accommodate this ever-expanding ministry
so they have been the hosting church.

CLCM has a paid cook who takes care of planning meals, purchasing needed items and supplies, as
well as preparing the meals. He also has one paid assistant cook. There is a Volunteer Coordinator to see
that each week there are between 14-16 volunteers to serve the meal and desserts.

Volunteers are recruited from the 4 churches as well as area businesses, civic groups, neighborhood
groups, other area churches, and students. We’ve been currently serving between 200-250 meals each
night between 4-6pm. Since June of 2022 when the community meal reopened following covid, over 1000
meals have been served to our community!

We have a team of individuals representing each of the sponsoring churches. They meet monthly to
track finances, volunteers and other items that may arise. Barb Prindle, and Dorothy Lecy serve on this
ministry team as member representatives from First UMC.

Please join us any Monday night between 4-6pm for the community meal.
